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PEFC Seminar

On 21st May, PEFCAP held the year’s first PEFC Seminar
in Tokyo. As the year 2010 is defined as International
Biodiversity Year, we included in the program a lecture on
the “Inter-governmental Processes” which PEFC adopts as
the criteria for sustainable forest management, featuring
Helsinki Process. The Criterion 4 of Helsinki Process refers
to Maintenance, Conservation and Appropriate Enhance-
ment of Biological Diversity in Forest Eco-systems, which
are important elements of sustainable forest management.
The invitation letters were sent out to potential CoC seekers
of the paper/printing and lumber industries and academics
/researchers, in addition to the companies which are already
certified to PEFC-CoC certification.

As the first trial, we invited Prof. Kazuto Shiga from
Tsukuba University as the main guest speaker to speak on
Japan’s sole national forest certification scheme,
Sustainable Green Eco-system Council (SGEC), as Prof.
Shiga is a member of SGEC’s Auditor and Technical
Committee and is very familiar with matters related to

SGEC. Reflecting the attendants’ interest, questions were

asked actively during the Q&A session after the lecture.
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PEFC Logo Usage Tool Kit

The guideline refers to the proper ways of using PEFC
logo and how logos/labels should be reproduced in terms
of colour, size, etc. It will be very useful for PEFC logo

This will be an excellent opportunity for local
stakeholders to learn and discuss the current situation and
the future perspective of forest certification issues and the
revision of the PEFC standards.

The purpose of the exhibition is to let the local citizens
know that forest certification makes it possible to vitalize
forestry and use wood material actively without hurting the
forest values such as the forest biodiversity and landscapes
if the forests are certified.
